And | hear from them and in
ways | hear from them because they got stopped by a policeman. And they're afraid the
policeman is going to call their job. Trust me, the police do not call your jobs, they have better
things to do with your lacquer, or they don't even asked you that when they give you a ticket.
But they hear from them in other ways. They were on an elevator. And somebody from work
saw them, what did they do? They call me and they say, Well, my wife discovered my clothes.
And now she's talking divorce. And that's really a hard issue in | guess, as long as we're the
session, we talked about that a minute. First of all, the thing to do would have been to tell your
wife that you are a crossdresser. That's, that's really hard for a lot of people, Sarah, it really is.
But see, here's where the problem comes in. If you don't tell your wife, it's a different issue. If
your wife discovers your stuff, now, it's not so much an issue of cross dressing. It's an issue of
honesty in our relationships.

Well, that's
not quite right. They they gave their board members a project. And the magic was these board
members were to go and find transgender people and ask them to fill out this questionnaire.
Oh, okay. Nice. But | have two problems with that. Yeah. If they wanted to know about
transgendered people with transgendered law conferences, a phone call away. We you know,
they have four humongous proceedings about anything you never want to know about the law
about transgender people. Yeah, but they didn't call. | Terry Fredrickson is a scholar on
transgender issues. She has offered to help them frame the issues numerous times,
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maybe the hotline call Terry, well, maybe the whole idea is to get the individual board

members out there face to face with a transgendered person because, you know, they all think
you're scared or afraid of what you don't know.
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Well, as it turns out, you're exactly right. You hit you hit the nail. Exactly. Right. One of the
things that Diane pointed out to me is that most of the board members don't know any
transgender people. And so it makes it easy for them to say you're not welcome, who nobody
welcomes people, they don't know. Yeah. And | had to admit, that was a legitimate point. That's
part of what | meant when | said this is a different dynamic. She started to think things through
more than I'm used to, and | truly want to compliment her. | think it took a lot of guts for her to
call me. You bet. | really do. Because the last time we talked, it was not normal. It was not nice.
So | give her credit. She she called she was very friendly. So D McKellar and | met her Oh, good.
Just this past Thursday has D doing D is doing very well. I'm doing very well. And the two of us,
the three of us had a very interesting conversation. The upshot of all of this is that beginning in
February, and for several months following, we are going to do a meeting a month in a major
city. And the subject is going to be about what it means to be transgendered in Texas. Now,
we're not going to be talking politics. We're going to talk about what is it like to be a
transgender person? What is transition? Yeah, what is it like to transition? What are the issues
of transition?
